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“Yes, my husband and I have two daughters and a
son.”
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“I also have two daughters, but I'm divorced.”
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“How old are your daughters?”
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“Mina is four years old. She goes to preschool.
Miriam is ten, so she goes to school.”
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“All of my children are in school. My son will graduate
next year.”
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“That is great! They grow up so fast. What does he
want to do afterwards?”
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“He wants to get a job, but I tell him he should go to
university instead.”
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“That’s a good idea. I also hope my children will go to
university someday.”
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
