We drove to
the small town where Mum lives.

My mum and her friends
gave us some presents, and then she took us to buy winter
clothes.

After the Christmas holidays I joined a Norwegian course at
the adult education centre. I studied there for two years
before starting in an ordinary school. Now I am in my final
year, and I have made many new friends. I am very
sociable and enjoy meeting other people.

After school I go to a centre run by volunteers where I get

help with my homework. I have also joined a sewing course
at the centre.

In Somalia I never went to school or did any courses except
Quran school. I did not know how to read or write. Now I
have learned how to write in both Somali and Norwegian,
and many other subjects. Without education I felt I was
nobody. Now I feel knowledgeable and happy.

I Somalia fikk jeg aldri mulighet til a ga pa skole eller ta et
kurs, bortsett fra koranskole. Jeg kunne ikke lese eller
skrive. Na har jeg leert a skrive pa bade somali og norsk, og
mange andre fag. Uten utdanning felte jeg at jeg ikke var
noen. Na feler jeg meg kunnskapsrik og glad.



Next year I will start secondary school in the health and
youth development section. In the future I want to become
a youth worker. When I have finished my education, my
dream is to get a permanent job. I also want to learn how
to drive and get my driver’s licence.

Neste ar skal jeg begynne pa helse- og oppvekstfag pa
videregdende skole. I framtiden vil jeg bli barne- og
ungdomsarbeider. Nar jeg er ferdig med utdanningen min,
dremmer jeg om a fa meg en fast jobb. Jeg vil ogsa leere a
kjgre bil og ta fererkort.



If I had stayed in Somalia, I think I would have been a
mother by now. Perhaps I would already have many
children. If I had been in Somalia, I would not have had the
same opportunities as I have had now. I feel lucky to live in
Norway.
